I spoke to Eric about the name of the event & he seemed fairly ambivalent, so I will continue to call it ‘The Downhill’ as this seems to describe it pretty well. I guess the full title should be ‘The Downhill roll in the freezing cold holding up the traffic as you try & hang on for a few extra feet’ event, but that would be a little excessive.





I hope everyone will attend the dinner as it promises to be a good one. Get your responses back to Scotford as soon as you possibly can. In fact, why not do it right now? Mark Saturday 16th February in your diary, get an envelope from the cupboard & rush off to the post box without delay.














Club Time Trial Records





The story at the end of 2001 season





Since the publishing of the time trial records back in 1998 club members have been active in pursuing some of the longer standing times.  In the Veteran section Mike Amery has been all powerful in recent times. He knocked Derek Burnage’s 1991 record at 5 miles on the Hanley Swan course by 24 seconds, reducing it to 12-05.  Derek’s 15mile record also fell by a massive 4.5 minutes to 37-19.  Mike continued his assault to claim the club event record at 25 miles at just 13 seconds over the hour in the 1999 season and followed this up with a reduction of his own record to bring it under the hour to 59-44 the year after.  Derek also lost his hilly 21 mile record to Mike when he recorded 57-03 reducing Derek’s 1992 record by 7 minutes.  Mike claimed the first club record on the Ankerdine Hillclimb on its inception as a club event in 1999.  He reduced his time on the climb in 2000 by 12 seconds to 4-04.  Brian Boswell has been fastest club member up Ankerdine in a sub 4 minute ride at 3-27 so the target for Veterans now must be a sub 4 minute ride.  Who will manage this?  Mike looks favourite but I feel sure that you veterans out there will wish to seriously challenge this Mike Amery bandwagon.  





The Club Tricycle records are held in the Bray household and this year son Duncan decided to have a go at his father’s club event 10 record.  He succeeded in reducing his father’s figures by half a minute to 30-32 on the Chance Lane circuit.  Not to be outdone, however, Eddie came back 6 weeks later and took the record down again by 18 seconds to 30-14.  This competition looks like taking the club event record over 20 miles per hour and bring it closer to the club open event record which has stood at 29-13 for over 4 years.  Its quite possible that both the club event and open event records could tumble again in 2002.





Club Records for Veterans in Open events has seen some rewriting over the recent past.  John Baker held most of these in the mid to late nineties.  Since then that unstoppable phenomena in the shape of Mike Amery has been gradually whittling away at John’s times.  The first to fall was the 25 record with John’s 55-55 being reduced to 55-30.  Then followed the 10 time 22-33 falling to 22-14.  Riding at longer distances Mike then took the vacant 100 record, posting 4-26-34.  Finally John’s 50 time of just outside 2 hrs was reduced to 1-58-46.  John still retains his 30 record which was set in 1997.  Is it time for Mike to take this I wonder?  Given that Mike’s reduction of John’s figures are generally smallish (19 seconds at 10 miles, 25 seconds at 25 miles, 1-51 at 50 miles, could it be that John will take up the cause and give Mike a run for his money?  And guys the 12 and 24 hr records are vacant!





The Club has also taken on team records recorded by Club Members in Open events.  These have been accepted at 10, 25, 30 and 50 miles so far.  So a team riding, and completing a 100 miles, a 12hr or a 24hr event could become enshrined in club history forever.  For the younger members we still lack a claim for the Junior 50mile record and the Juvenile 25 and 30 mile records and, who knows you may take the other records on the way.  Ladies of a certain age can be certain of claiming any club record as we have no veteran ladies records at all whilst the senior ladies could attempt the 30 to break up the Julie Owens’ collection in Open Events and to record at all distances except 5 miles in club events.  Julie’s 5 mile record could be vulnerable here.  For the younger ladies there is scope for a Junior at 30 and 50 miles and for a Juvenile at 25 and 30 miles.





If you wish to claim a club record please supply details to me EK Gorton, 8 Bellars Lane, Malvern, Worcs. WR14 2DN.  It helps me if you can supply, Distance, Course Code, Date, Time Recorded, Promoting Club (for Open Events) and for Team Records all three individual times.

It was cold but dry for the second of our ‘challenge rides ‘. A clash with a cyclo-cross event reduced the number of participants to about 8, with the main group led by club ride stalwarts Eric and Henry, along with Dave Dickerson and Mike Smart.  





We all enjoyed an interesting route, much of it along quiet (and rather muddy) lanes.  The ride took us through Welland, Bromsberrow, and Dymock, to the control near Kempley manned by a well-chilled John Baker (who was still suffering the effects at the Christmas ride).  By this time I had joined up with former club member Andy Simms who rode with me up Lilly Hall Lane and Baregains Lane (how on earth did these places get such names?) to say hello to old friends at the tea stop at Little Verzons Fruit Farm.  





From there we rode to Munsley and climbed to Wellington Heath, then past Coddington to climb Harcourt Road.  So far I had managed the moderate climbs on my 68 inch fixed (my geared winter bike had a flat in the garage) but the last 50 yards of our former club hill-climb defeated me.  I suffered again as we swooped down from West Malvern into the Link, trying to keep up with Eric doing 35 mph, before returning to the Cricket Club for a welcome cup of tea.

There is a £3 surcharge for riders with no license. Any suitable bike can be used for these events, it is not necessary to have a Cyclo Cross bike. In fact most Sevale riders use mountain bikes.
