We've now have over 100 supporters sign up on our web-site. We've put many more of your comments on the web-site which are a great help. Thank you!





There have been quite a few concerns from landowners about the exact location of the route. For now, we want to avoid defining a specific route as this will be done by Worcestershire County Council and Sustrans in consultation with landowners and local people. Once they have mapped out a draft route in more detail they have said that they will welcome your comments. We'll let you know when these details are ready.





In the meantime, we would be extremely grateful if you could write to A) The Chief Executive of Worcestershire County Council and if you have time B) Your local councillor, to express your enthusiasm for the idea of the route. They've been given some negative feedback from concerned landowners to date, so it would be useful if they could hear the many positive benefits of the cycle route. Here are some possible ideas for inclusion in a letter:





1. It would be great for tourism and local businesses, without damaging the environment


2. A mainly off road route would be essential for it to be safe for families and children, as local roads are very dangerous for cycling.


3. It would be an excellent community project, bringing together people of all ages


4. It will not harm wildlife. We've put a Sustrans report about cycle paths and wildlife on our web-site, which explains how cycle paths can be a benefit to the countryside.





It's also worth stressing in the letter that you are writing to support the off-road route in principle rather than any specific route.





If you can email me a copy of your letter that would be very helpful.
