Malvern Cycling Clubs and Cycle Makers.





I have recently acquired a most interesting small book, Fifty Years of the Bicycle in Worcestershire 1880-1930, written by an ‘A.B. Demaus Esq.(sic) of Tenbury Wells’. It is undated but appears to have been published in about 1970. It is a comprehensive work but concentrates, understandably, on makers and clubs in the more highly populated areas of the county. Redditch and Kidderminster feature strongly as does Worcester itself but Malvern gets some most remarkable mentions.





Surprisingly, the book lists five Malvern cycling clubs – and that is long before the days of the Esoteric and, of course, the Velo Club Sevale. Who now remembers the Western Ramblers’ Bicycle Club, founded in 1876 or the Link Cycling Club of 1895 (which was noted for admitting lady members)? What we can see from this list and those of other towns round the county was that there was a lot of cycling going on and every town worth the name had its club in the nineteenth and early twentieth centuries. Evesham had two clubs while Worcester lists an astonishing ten clubs including, of course, Worcester Saint John’s which, in the 1908 Olympic Games, had a rider, Ernie Payne, in the British pursuit team. Worcester Porcelain had its own cycling club as did the Co-op and there was a special club for tri-cyclists, but this later became a ‘Bicycle and Tricycle Club’.





But the list of cycle makers is even more surprising. As the author points out, any cycle workshop could buy in a comprehensive range of components from suppliers in Birmingham, Coventry or Wolverhampton and could then put together frames and complete bicycles and tricycles. They could even buy in complete mass-produced frames already finished and painted and put their own names and badges on them. Malvern has an amazing eight suppliers and ‘makers’ of bicycles listed, each with an exciting name for his machine. There was The Beacon, The Lightning (from Barnard’s Green), The Beauchamp and, of course, The Malvernia made by T.C. Santler of Northumberland Works, Quest Hills Road. This name is however much better known in another area of machine manufacture in that the brothers Santler designed and built in the 1890s the first ever motor car to be made in Britain in those same premises in Quest Hills Road. Can anyone now identify exactly where the Santler works was? One wonders why there is no blue plaque to commemorate such an important event.





The Malvern maker of The Beauchamp, Frank Walford, however, is remembered for a strange event much nearer to our cycling interests. ‘In whit-week 1893 he wheeled his Rover machine to the top of the Worcestershire Beacon, and, as The Hub (cycling magazine) records, “…..the prospect from the summit is enough to daunt the heart of the stoutest rider….The witnesses vainly endeavoured to persuade him from the attempt, but, nothing daunted, he bade farewell, and with his hand firmly grasping the break(sic) commenced, and successfully accomplished this most daring and remarkable feat……” of descending from the summit on a bicycle’. Another challenge for our mountain bikers – but try doing it ‘off-road’ on solid tyres, a fixed wheel and with only the most rudimentary of ‘breaks’!
