Club Runs Report





Summer/Autumn 2001





With the sun shining and the wild flowers in full bloom we headed off through the lanes between Welland and Upton to bring us through the village of Castlemorton.  Some twisting and turning in these lanes allowed us to cross Longdon Marsh so that we could cross the main Tewkesbury road for Forthampton.  From here we descended briefly to the Severn flood plain which we followed all the way to Ashleworth.  Passing an impressively large black and white mansion and continuing past the Tithe barn near the old ferry we cut westward via Hartpury and Highleadon to take to the lane which leads us through Tibberton to Taynton.  Here we rested at the farm tea rooms replenishing our liquid and energy reserves before heading northward for Newent.  We dived into the lanes to take us past St Anne’s Vineyard and then on to Norman’s Land.  This brought us briefly out at Dymock before we again dived back into the lanes for Ryton and Bromsberrow for the run in by way of Welland.  





With our legs feeling strong and the weather continuing to be set fair the route decided on was to be a little longer than we had tackled previously this year.  Down to Upton we sped with a helpful wind behind and on through Longdon to dive into the lanes for The Rampings and Bushley.  Tewkesbury came and went as we headed up onto the Southern flanks of Bredon Hill.  We climbed steadily upwards from Bredon village to Conderton and descended rapidly to Beckford where we crossed the main road for Wormington.  From here it was a rapid approach to Broadway where we accepted a Tea and Teacakes break.  The route back to Malvern involved the flat lands via Childswickham and Hinton before the lumpy stuff began on the Eastern flanks of Bredon Hill.  From here we went by Pershore Abbey and the Croome Estate to cross the Severn at Upton and the run uphill to Malvern.





With distance now in our legs we started to put some hills in as well.  Over Castlemorton Common we went for Redmarley D’Abitot and Ryton.  At Dymock we looped around to start the hills proper at Lyne Down (I felt like lying down at the top!).  Over the lumpy tail end of the Marcle hills we went.  At last a descent towards Kings Caple but no.  We must climb steeply by way of Capler camp to get to The Green Man at Fownhope for our refreshments.  Suitably stiff legged it was straight into the hills again to Woolhope and then more steeply to Woolhope Cockshoot before a dangerous descent to Putley Common and Trumpet.  More climbing took us over Munsley and then we were faced with the nasty climb over Wellington Heath.  In the distance loomed the Wyche Cutting to ensure that we had enough hills in our legs this week.





Our ride to Stourport the following week took a detour from some of the more well used routes.  We headed out along the traditional way to Alfrick and Knightwick to avoid the Ankerdine climb by way of the fairly testing Wants Green alternative.  Using some little used lanes we twisted and turned our way to Martley where we climbed up and the descended rapidly to Ham Bridge.  Turning here we passed through Shelsey Beauchamp and thence to climb out of the Teme Valley by Kingswood Common.  From Great Witley we sped northwards for our rendezvous with Tea and Teacakes at the favoured cyclists’ cafe.  Heading south we took in the lumpy route via Shrawley to Holt Heath.  Turning in Hallow it was a simple matter to follow the route via the Broadheaths, Bransford Bridge and Deblin’s Green to complete an enjoyable ride.





With the summer well and truly with us we headed off on a longish and fairly hilly ride.  Through the lanes to Longley Green found us climbing our first hill to Acton Green.  A short respite via Bishop’s Frome found us climbing again via Little Cowarne and Pencombe to take in the tops at Hegdon Hill.  From here it could only be down, except that there are one or two clefts where small brooks have gouged steep hills on both banks.  At Risbury we turned left for Saffron’s Cross.  Here we opted to go for the run around the lower slopes of Dinmore Hill.  Having put off the climb briefly, up we went as the tea and buns were at the top.  Dropping off Dinmore Hill we headed for Marden and Sutton St. Nicholas to cross the main Hereford Road at Withington.  From here the flat lands continued via Yarkhill and Canon Frome before the nasty leg bender at Stanley Hill.  Inexorably we headed East to emerge at Colwall and our final test of the Wyche Cutting.





The following week we took to the miles and hills again as we headed out over Bransford Bridge for Upper Broadheath, Tinker’s Cross and Martley.  Climbing over the hill to Ham Bridge allowed us to head along the lumpy Teme Valley for Stanford Bridge and Lower Rochford to emerge at Tenbury Wells.  From here we headed West to Burford House and its attendant cafe.  Having put away some splendid scones we continued to Little Hereford and headed upwards in the lanes for Laysters and Bockleton Camp.  We eventually were allowed to descend through Thornbury although some lumps still lay between us and Bromyard.  From Bromyard we took to the lanes at Linley Green and the run in by Longley Green for Sunday Lunch.





By now the group was getting pretty strong and unfazed by miles or hills.  Nevertheless our next ride was into the flat lands in the vales of Severn and Avon.  Crossing the Severn at Upton we headed out through the lanes to Drakes Broughton.  Heading North we continued in the lanes via Peopleton and Abberton for Radford.  From here a little bit of climbing is required through the hills around the Lenches. Taking in Rous and Atch Lench we passed through Lenchwick for Evesham. Refreshments were taken on board by the river ferry before we pedalled up onto the side of Bredon Hill at Elmley Castle.  We took the route by Great Comberton and its superb thatched cottages for the run back to Malvern taking in Eckington, Strensham and Upton to complete a longish ride.





Another long ride followed this one, taking in some very little used roads to the south and east of Tewkesbury.  Heading out from the Cricket Club we went by way of Longdon and Bushley for Tewkesbury.  From here we headed into the lanes at Walton Cardiff to cross the flat lands to Woolstone where the roads began to get lumpy.  Through Gotherington, Gretton and Greet we went to loop through Stanway and Stanton before we entered Broadway for our Tea and Buns.  Leaving Broadway by the traditional run through Childswickham and Hinton Cross we looped around Bredon Hill using the Combertons and Eckington.  From here we could smell our Sunday lunches as we crossed the river at Upton and arrived home after 70 miles in the bag.





With autumn on the way but the weather still set fair we headed out over Bransford Bridge for the flat route to Martley.  Over the Teme again at Ham Bridge we headed up the Teme valley for the bridge at Stanford.  From here we began the steep climb through Stockton-on-Teme for Pensax and Rock.  From Bliss Gate we topped out at Heightington to dive into a steeply descending and the steeply ascending lane before we emerged just south of Bewdley.  Refreshing ourselves whilst sitting on the river bank by the cafe was pleasant in the lovely weather.  We headed south from Bewdley through Shrawley to turn westward at Holt Heath and dived back into the lanes for Ockeridge and Wichenford.  The run in was by way of Knightwick and Leigh Sinton to complete a most enjoyable and unusual set of lanes.  





Our legs were still feeling strong as we headed eastward by Pirton Church and the ford at Pinvin so that we could turn Northward for North Piddle.  We emerged at Flyford Flavell aiming for Radford so that we had the hills of the Lenches in front of us.  This time we managed to pass through Rous, Church and Sheriff’s Lench to descend to the Craycombe Farm Tearooms.  Having been fed and watered we headed south to cross the Avon at Cropthorne and ascend via Bricklehampton for the Combertons and the twisting run in westwards through Eckington and Strensham to complete a longer than average run to this particular cafe.





Continuing with good form we set off southward to Pendock and Gadfield Elm to take the little used route through Hethelpit Cross for Highleadon.  At Tibberton we turned south again to cross the main road at Huntley on lanes which the club run has not used for many years.  We passed by the superb Flaxley Abbey to climb towards Mitcheldean from a southerly direction.  From here we climbed steeply into the Forest of Dean to loose a fair bit of height descending into Drybrook.  Climbing immediately brought us to the lane which heads out up and over the tops by way of Howle Hill.  Not too testing a climb from the direction we came from but I would expect howls if tackled from the northern side.  Thus an exciting descent took us to Coughton and Ross-on-Wye for a late elevenses.  We took the direct route home from here using the lanes over Crow Hill to Kempley and Bromsberrow Heath.  Just to complete a fairly testing long and hilly ride we opted to climb from Bromsberrow up the lane to Hollybush and Gullet Quarry before a rapid few miles back to Malvern.





Cutting back on the miles a little we returned the next week to Kempley from where we took the hilly lanes to Lyne Down.  Climbing over the lumpy Southern end to the Marcle Hills we found ourselves faced with the climb over Capler Camp (the views of the Wye are stunning).  Into Fownhope we eventually rode and a quick visit to the Green Man for the necessaries.  Leaving Fownhope we climbed at first gradually and eventually more steeply to Woolhope.  From here the Marcle Ridge had to be tackled.  Up we rode, ignoring early escape routes over to the eastern side to top out high above Putley Common with views to Wales in the west, the Malverns and Cotswolds in the east and May Hill and the Severn Estuary in the south.  Down to Trumpet we rode and on over the quiet lanes via Munsley.  From here Wellington Heath lies in the way so a climb up and over to Petty France was needed.  From here the climb of the Wyche Cutting awaited us to complete a lovely ride around the Marcle Hills in some beautiful surroundings.





Varying the direction of our destination again we headed east and then north to pass through the ford (very slippy!) at Naunton Beauchamp.  Passing by North Piddle we emerged at Grafton Flyford to continue northish on the lanes to Stock and Bradley Green.  Up over Ditchford Bank lead us easily to the Jinney Ring Centre for tea and cakes.  Leaving the cafe we headed for Gallows Green waving to Diane and Adrian as they sped in the opposite direction.  The lane from Gallows Green to Crowle can be rapid if the wind is helpful.  On this occasion the wind appeared to have sprung up in our faces just for this section of the route.  Taking the lane from Crowle behind the Church took us along a narrow route to emerge on the main road at Spetchley.  From here it was a dash over the New Bridge to safety in the lanes again along Jennet Tree Lane and home.





There is a full runs programme throughout the Winter and Spring with planned rides to Tewkesbury, Taynton, Stourport, Fladbury, Ross on Wye, Kyre Park and many more.  Join us for some or all of the rides or indeed for part of a ride starting from Barnard’s Green Cricket Club Ground in North End Lane at 09:00 on Sunday mornings.

The TT fees would not seem to me to be factor in whether or not people ride the Time Trials. We only charge £1 anyway, & a portion of that goes to the BCF. The average rider spends hundreds (thousands) of pounds on a bike, spends a few pounds on petrol to get to the race, & in any case, we had more riders in the 2001 series than any previous year & the fee had gone up from 50p to help cover the levy imposed on us.





Cricket Club usage


Very few people make use of the cricket club. This situation may cause us to re-evaluate the benefits of remaining associated with the club & perhaps reverting to a friendly pub for meetings as happened in the old days.





Web-Site


Those that have access to the internet are happy with the content & ease of navigation, but would like to see more information about upcoming races. The format will remain the same for the foreseeable future, but I have included RTTC entry forms & will include more links to other cycling web-sites - there are several already - as I find them. If anyone would like to provide me with an RTTC/VTTA handbook, or copy of relevant pages, I will happy to include them just as I do for the Cyclo-Cross season.





Spokesperson content


This was, in general, pretty balanced, most people giving most of the items good scores, the roadies gave the club runs report good marks, the off-roaders preferring Mountain Biking reports as you might expect. Most even gave the editorial good marks - & I thought I was being too controversial - must try harder. No regular item received consistently bad marks, so I will keep the format as it is at the moment.





Other suggestions


The only addition to the extra club activities mentioned above were a couple of requests for more reports from individuals (oh how I wish…) on both cycling & non-cycling subjects. Well, as I always say…send 'em in & I'll print 'em.





There was a request for result blanks for members to send in TT & other results. There is now one at the end of this newsletter, but remember, I will take information in almost any form you care to give it. (except to tell me as I am throwing up at the end of a Time Trial as happened by one individual who then complained I had got the time wrong!





There was also a request for the RTTC standard entry form to be made available for members. If you log on to the web-site & look on the Time Trial Results page, there is a link to upload a copy of the entry form. There is a similar one for Cyclo-Cross on the corresponding page. For a full set of entry forms, select the BCF link on the home page, then the 'Entry forms' option on their main form. You can then upload any entry form. Rather than print 30 copies of the form, if it is not possible for you to do this, give me a call on any of the numbers printed at the end of this newsletter & I'll send you copies.
